Erdington Foodbank is a Trussell Trust Foodbank established
in 2023 and provides food for local people in crisis.

Erdington Foodbank is presently running out of food and it is
a massive challenge to keep up with demand.

Rev Gerard Goshawk, chair of trustees for the foodbank says:

“We have always been busy but now we are finding week
in week out that it is becoming a massive challenge for us to
keep up with demand that is both high and increasing.

This week alone we have provided food for 122 adults

and 4o children. We are inundated with people in such need,
made worse since the introduction of Universal Credit.

So we need donations of non-perishable food otherwise we
could soon be in a situation where we have to consider turning
people away.

At the same time we are having to move from our current
warehouse and therefore need a new storage space.

Can anyone in the Erdington area help us by providing

a small warehouse/unit of any sort? It would make such a
massive difference for thousands of the most vulnerable
people in our community. ”
