◻ v.29: Why is bad religion often ‘rules-based’? How/ why is Jesus different? 

◻ v.30: Like the Traveller, to what extent are you on a journey? Where from/to? 

◻ v.30: What do Robbers do? How? Have you ever felt ‘beaten up’ by others/ 

life? How did it leave you feeling? 

◻ How have some nations been robbed by others? Why should we be 

concerned today about our Colonial past? 

◻ v.31: What was the Priest prioritising? Has your busyness ever led you to ‘fail 

to stop’ for others/ situations? How do you guard against this? 

◻ v.32: Like the Levite, how can ‘religion’ prioritise rules & ritual over 

relationship?  When have you seen/ experienced this? 

◻ v.33-35: By contrast, what are all the things the Samaritan does? 

◻ v.34: Why do some of the biggest Relief & Development Agencies have a 

Christian ethos? e.g. Cafod, Christian Aid, Tearfund, World Vision... Following 

a natural disaster, why is it critical to follow the initial ‘relief’ with long-term 

‘development’? 

◻ v.35: The Inn Keeper gets paid to help. What’s the challenge for those 

employed to care/ minister? 

◻ v.36: Who are your ‘neighbours’? How are they your ‘brothers/sisters from 

different mothers’? 

◻ v.37: What might, “Go and do likewise” mean for you?
